In
general, the thieves break in during the
day by smashing open doors or breaking
windows, then steal whatever they can
quickly grab.

Tips to protect yourself are provided in the
next article, but it is important that you
show up at this meeting to learn the full
scope of what is happening, share
whatever information you can provide, and
help in protecting our neighborhood!

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As stated in the previous article, numerous
homes in the West Salem area have been
robbed in recent months. There are basic
ways to protect yourself and make your
home less of a target; here are just a few:

e REPORT ANY SUSPICIOUS ACTIVITY!
The police only know what is reported,
and they need all the information we

can give them. |If
comfortable calling 911 or the non -
emergency number, email or call and of
the WSNA officers and we will ensure
that the information is provided to the
police (anonymously if you prefer)

e Do not advertise your absence. If going
out of town, have someone pick up your
mail and bring in the paper. Also,

know your schedule.

e Do not keep valuables in plain sight.
Obviously ités difficul
other equipment is in your front room.
